UM Boat House is located on the Schuylkill River, approximately 5 miles north of the PA 
Turnpike (I-276), the Schuylkill Expressway (I-76) &  US RT 202 N in King of Prussia.   

 
From I-276, I-76 and 202 N Junctions:  Proceed North on 202 to Business 202 (DeKalb Street, 
Bridgeport – turn-off at King Carpets stay to your left).  Follow through 3 traffic lights to Frosty Falls 
Ice Cream on your left – prior to going over the bridge! Follow around building along the river to the 
boat house. 
 
From I-95 North:  Take I-476 North to Conshohocken, Route 23 Exit.  Follow Rt 23 West to DeKalb 
Street in Bridgeport and make a right.  Make a left at the first light (Frosty Falls Ice Cream).  Follow 
around building along the river to the boat house. 
 
From I-76 East/West:  Exit at Conshohocken Route 23.   Take Rt 23 Exit.  Follow Rt 23 West to 
DeKalb Street in Bridgeport and make a right.  Make a left at the first light (Frosty Falls Ice Cream).  
Follow around building along the river to the boat house.
